Handrails shall not be
less than 30 inches (762 mm) high or more than 42 inches (1067 mm) high measured
vertically above the nosing of the tread or above the finished floor of the landing or
walking surfaces. Guards shall not be less than30 inches (762 mm) high above the
floor of the landing, balcony, porch, deck, or ramp or other walking surface

In each room
used for sleeping purposes. 3. In each story within a dwelling unit, including
basements and cellars but not including crawl spaces and uninhabitable attics.
